BFCC and Black Forest Trails Association Host Successful Invasive Weed Work Day by
Leif Garrison

Thanks to the cheerful and dedicated efforts of an estimated 35-40 volunteers, the BFCC and the
Black Forest Trails Association, in collaboration with El Paso County Parks, held a productive
work day at the Black Forest Regional Park on Saturday May 30" to battle the invasive weeds
spreading through the parts of the park that were burned in the 2013 wildfire. These efforts are
needed because these invasive/noxious weeds are adept at crowding out the native plants that
populated the park before the fire. If the continual spread of these invaders is not controlled, the
full recovery of the park to its pre-fire condition will be delayed if not prevented altogether.
Given that the work day kicked off at the early hour of 8 a.m., it seems likely that the
cheerfulness of the volunteers was undoubtedly related to the tasty snacks prepared and provided
by Club member Dawn Sciarrotta, along with the excellent coffee donated by Ryan Wanner,
owner of Black Forest’s own Golden Pine Coffee Roasters.

In addition, the parks department provided a number of essential loaner tools for the volunteers
to use, along with work gloves and bags to hold all the removed weeds (which the parks
department will pick up and dispose of).

Many thanks to Dawn, Ryan, the parks department, and all of the dedicated (and did we mention
cheerful) volunteers.

The well-fueled and equipped volunteers put a visible and significant dent into the populations of
two of the most numerous types of invasive weeds found in the park: common mullein, and
diffuse knapweed. Even so, the invasive weeds have spread far and wide in the 13 years since the
fire, and the consensus of the volunteer crew is that more such events will be needed to bring the
weeds fully under control. It may well be that this work day becomes an annual event; stay
tuned.
